Additional Analysis or Comments:

This project, as described, won’t result in new linear or surface disturbances and won’t require
any all-season infrastructure adjacent to the Porcupine River. Therefore, this project conforms
to the North Yukon Regional Land Use Plan.

While this project does not involve exploration or development, the Best Management
Practices listed above should be considered, given that the proposed camp and focus of air
traffic is in the vicinity of the historical Rampart House and identified current land use areas. If
possible the timing of activities should be adjusted to accommodate local land users.
